Plans for this reunion were first discussed at Gloucester, 
Massachusetts in 1973 and again in Williamsburg, Virginia 
in 1974• It does seem appropriate for a reunion in this 
the bicentennial year of our nation.

We will again meet at the Congregational Meeting House 
built in 1841-42 by Mark R. Jewett at the cost of $5 1 000.00. 
This is but one of the "visible memorials of the ideals of 
the Puri tans and their descendants" that are found all 
throughout New England. 

Registration will start at 10 A.M. for members and friends. 
We plan an organ recital at 10:30 A.M •• You will appreciate 
this fine organ, it is considered one of the best around. 

The morning session, with a speaker, will open at 11 A.M •• 
Prognnas will be on hand at the opening session listing the 
activities of the day. We hope to have a group picture taken 
af'ter the A. M. session.

At 12:30 P. M., in the Parish Hall, a dinner will be served 
by The Florence a. · Jewett Society of' the church. This society 
was named to honor the memory of Miss Jewett who was born in 
1854 and died in 1934· She was a member of the church for 
over 50 years. She left us not only a cherished memory of 
faith and service, but also a legacy of considerable mone-
tary value. Her father, Mark R. Jev.1ett, built the Meeting­
house. We are most grateful to the ladies of this Society 
in providing the dinner.
